5. Period of Residence

*Move-in date: September 15, 2022 for undergraduate exchange students, September 30, 2022 for other students
*Regular students can stay at the International House for half year.

*  There may be occasions when staff need to enter rooms without notice in order to do emergency
checks on room equipment and furnishings.

* Please dispose of your garbage on the specified collection day at designated site.

* Please park bicycles and motorcycles in designated parking places.

* To keep the bed mattress clean, please rent futon(bedding).

* |-House is a smoke-free premises including public spaces, shared areas or private rooms,
even outside of the buildings. We order you to move out if you smoke.

* Do not keep or feed pets or other animals in the I-House.
